Welfare and Social Development, Gender Equality and Social 
Justice, Child and Family Studies or other selected courses 
and electives.

Upon completion of this program, Nipissing graduates have 
found careers in government, hospitals, clinics, schools, 
nursing homes, community counselling services, community 
development and advocacy organizations, settlement services, 
transitional and support housing providers, accessibility 
services, municipal and provincial poverty reduction services 
and programming, research and policy development, 
correctional facilities, and private practices.
